Seminar 18th February 2002


The Seminar held on Monday 18th February at the Marriott Hotel, and was kindly sponsored by Hinchingbrooke Business  Park, Huntingdon. Over 80 delegates attended from business, academia, local authorities and the public to make the afternoon both stimulating and thought provoking.





Delegates were welcomed by John Durrant, the Co-Chairman of Cambridge Futures. Tim Holmes of Wrenbridge Land Ltd gave a general overview and spoke of the importance of a transport infrastructure. This was followed by a talk from Alan Barnish of Cambridgeshire County Council who gave a talk on the council’s views on the sub-regional transport needs and the potential for funding them.  David Brock of Mills and Reeve then spoke of the implications of Section 106 and Private Funding Initiative.





After a short break the seminar continued with a talk from Nigel Brown of N W Brown Group about private funding possibilities.  The last speaker was Matthew Bullock of Norwich & Peterborough Building Society who outlined a proposal for CARTS, a vehicle for raising capital for transport infrastructure investment. A lively discussion followed and the evening ended with a splendid hot buffet
