Seminar 23rd November 2001


The Seminar held on Friday November 23rd at Madingley Hall was a great success. Over 80 delegates attended from business, academia, local authorities and the public to make the afternoon both stimulating and thought provoking.





Beverley Firth of Mills & Reeve chaired the Seminar The first speaker was Brian Smith from Cambridgeshire County Council who outlined the current transport policies for the Cambridge Sub-Region. This was followed by Bill Wyley of Mouchel who talked about the Cambridge to Huntingdon Multi-Modal Study, which is commonly known as CHUMMS.  The next speakers, Colin Brader of Cambridge Rapid Transit System and Mike May of Steer, Davies & Gleave, outlined their proposals for a Cambridge Area Metro. The scheme contains a guided bus using, in part, disused rail lines. The proposal for a 25km line from St Ives to Cambridge City Centre and then to Trumpington Park & Ride will cost £55-60 million. The expected patronage is about 16,000 passengers per day. It could be extended to serve other corridors.
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New Appointments





Transport Planner





Cambridge Futures has appointed Dr Tony Hargreaves as their new Transport Planner. 
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The Seminar continued with an interesting talk by David Earl of the Cambridge Cycling Campaign about cycling in and around Cambridge. This group has at least 700 members. The last speaker was the Director of Cambridge Futures 2, Professor Marcial Echenique. The subject he discussed was demand management and highway investment. He proposed to test a congestion charge for commuters using the access roads into Cambridge. If there is no willingness or possibility to increase access road capacity into Cambridge the most efficient measure is to restrict the demand by pricing. He also proposed to test an orbital highway around Cambridge using, in part, the existing alignment of the M11 and A14 and closing the ring in the south and east by a new dual-carriageway road.





An hour of lively discussion followed with many questions and viewpoints on the various subjects being addressed to the panel of speakers. There was a general consensus on the need to improve highways around Cambridge, improve public transport and better cycleways. The most controversial aspects of demand management by charging entering Cambridge was generally accepted but public acceptance will be difficult. Cambridge Futures will test these options and report the results for public discussion.









































The afternoon ended with refreshments and canapés. The Cambridge Evening News included an article in the paper regarding the Seminar.
